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Agriculture is Monterey County’s No. 1
industry. The fertile Salinas Valley is now
the Salad Bowl of the World. Blessed with
a long growing season, the Valley pro-
duces much of the world’s lettuce, broc-
coli, spinach, strawberries and other
foods.
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In the past 25 years, winegrapes and wine
have become part of Monterey County’s
agricultural quilt and have led, in part, to
an acceleration of a spin-off industry, ag
tourism, featuring vineyard and wine-tast-
ing tours.
